The UC Council, which meets twice a month fall and spring
semesters, is a student organization that serves undergraduate nontraditional students in
New Brunswick. Amml grew up in North Plainfield, New Jersey, and attended North
Plainfield High School where she was an honor student. She was member of the Varsity
Cross Country and Track and Field teams, the National Honor Society, and the National
Spanish Honor Society, to name a few. Throughout her attendance at North Plainfield
School, she remained extremely active, spending her time in the Academic League,
Science League, Marching Band, Concert and Jazz Band, and Concert Choir.

After graduating from high school, AmmI married and gave birth to a son. She then enrolled at Reignbow
Beauty Academy, graduated as a licensed Cosmetologist, and worked at a few hair salons until she decided that she
wanted to obtain more education.
